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  A beautiful thing about kids is it takes very little to make them happy, to make 

them feel special.  Sure, theyõll òshoot for the moonóñtheyõre kids, they want as much as 

they can get, but theyõll take just a òstaró if thatõs what theyõre offered.  And if itõs  

offered with enthusiasm and creativity and, most of all, genuine affection then they  

appreciate it.   

  I used to be a case manager which meant I spent hours a day with various kids  

mentoring, coaching, encouraging them during their off-school times (breakfast, lunch, 

dinner).  This task took a big budget that I didn't have on my $23,000/year income as I 

was always interrupting a meal.  Thus I constantly was at a McDõs with a ravenous child on 

my hands begging me for a kidõs meal that I knew they were only going to eat half of  

anyway.  So before the window, Iõd say, òLook, kid, I like you a lot, but I donõt buy value 

meals or soda; I think theyõre a waste of money, you can have water and 1 item off the 

value menu and we split the fries, itõs o.k. with me if you donõt want that...we can leave. You 

choose.ó Theyõd stare at me for all of 3 seconds.  Sometimes theyõd throw a fit and Iõd say, 

òitõs cool, weõll leave, Iõll eat lateró.  You know what?  Not one single kid ever chose to leave.  

They ate, we had a blast on the playground or watching a ice cream drip down our hands 

from our cones.   

  The point is this: you can make the mundane fun, while setting boundaries on what 

you spend and shaping your childõs expectations.  Itõs about how you spin it and how  

enthusiastic YOU are.  They feed off  of you.  You set the tone.  So, set the tone to have 

some fun with whatever you have at your disposal.  Laugh with them.  Call it òOur Fun Timeó  

and it will be memorable.  You donõt need to spend big bucks on a grand vacation to make 

fun, lasting memories with them.  Make blanket forts with the trees, go to the park, have 

water wars in the back yard with a hose and sprinkler, plant a garden, have òChristmas in 

Juneó for a day, have talent shows, set up a lemonade stand, have video-game challenges 

and whoever wins doesnõt do chores for the day, go to the thrift store and pick out crazy 

outfits for each other then take pictures of your òthrift-store fashion showsó, take walks 

and have a scavenger hunt while you do, let your kids plan an entire meal with entrée and 

all but give them choices to choose from, have stay-in-your-pjõs day...you get the point.
